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TAKE NOTICE, that the Boards of Supervisors of Nockamixon, Tinicum
and Bridgeton Townships at public meetings to be held as hereafter stated, will
consider an Ordinance establishing a Bridgeton, Nockamixon and Tinicum
Township Groundiwater Management Committee to be made up of not more than
three individuals appointed by each of the aforesaid municipalities with each
municipality to have one vote. (Other Townships in the Upper Bucks area may
also elect to join the Committee.) The purpose of the committee is to evaluate
and recommend to the Townships actions which will promote a reliable, safe and
adequate water supply for the municipalities participating in the Groundwater
Management Committee. The Ordinance provides for the appointment of
members, the duties of the members, the holding of meetings, election of officers
and other provisions relating to the administration and operation of the
Groundwater Management Committee. The Ordinance places limitations on the
funding of the Committee, prohibits the expenditure of funds not approved by the
Townships, and limits the authority of the Committee to present its views to the
Townships and not other entities or the public. Consideration of the Ordinance
creating a Groundwater Management Committee will be considered as follows:
