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A scenic byway is a public road, including the corridor through which is passes, 

that significantly meets one of the following six intrinsic characteristics:


Scenic – a heightened visual experience
Cultural – customs or traditions


Natural – relatively undisturbed
Archeological – evidence of life


Historic – appreciation for the past
Recreational – leisure activities


In addition, a byway must safely allow 2-wheel drive automobiles and 

accommodate bicycle and pedestrian traffic wherever possible. 

Functions of a Byway:


Orients visitors to the scenic, natural, historic, cultural, archaeological and recreational resources of the Delaware & Lehigh National Heritage Corridor


Provides connections between these resources based upon specific themes or stories 


Encourages crossover activities by highlighting cultural and recreational activities available to the public


Exposes visitors to the entire landscape of the corridor, especially man’s historical interaction with the resources of the region

Stimulates public interest and attention in the communities of the Delaware & Lehigh National Heritage Corridor


Balances economic development with conservation


Coordinates the driving experience for the traveling public
